Because according
to John 1:14 the Word of God, Jesus, became flesh. It never said he was
made or created Blesh. He only became ..which is refering to a change of
condition. Christ said: "before Abraham was, I am"....He has always
existed., He is the eternal sesss® God....He came into the word as a man.
And at that ‘point he had a beginning in terms of a human life. But he has
always existed.

In the N.T.) L@mke Revelation 7:1-4 it speaks of the angels coming

from the‘}our winds of heavéﬁﬁu and haiing the four winds of heaven in
which they can destroy or hurt the earth...

Wind and fire has it's good purposes and bad purposes. And the angels
in their ministries they can not only help, as they do, but they also can

bring judgment as they do towards the unbeliever.
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( The angels are discribed as "fire". One of the orders and rangks ¢f
angels is called "seriphims" The word means "burning ones."
And%ther rank and order of angels discribad in the 0.T. is called

| "ceribims". We are told they were used in terms of judgment. Bringing

Judgement. And they Qé%é usually associated with fire. /For example:

iin Genesis 3 after Adam and Eve had followen, God inorder to preserve them
from taking the fruit of the treee life and thus eternal being in a state
of fallen condition, God #y#wwwma, drove them out of the Garden and place
a Cheribim to guard the entrance. And this Cheribim had a flaming sword.

When you went into the Hnly of Holies in the 0.T. tabernacle, into

the area of the Ark of the Covenant. And on top of the Ark of the covenant
| was a slap of gold called the "Mercy Seat". And at the eadh end of the
mercy set was placed a Cheribim. And they were placed looking down on
Ythe mercy seat. The idea was that they symbolised the coming ogkgadgment.
deThat is why the griest brought the blood of an animal to appease the wrath
of the angels of judgment.

And the Bible teaches that we all deserve the wrath of God; but the
blood of Jesus Christ has cleansed us from our sins. And appeased or
satisfied the wrath of God. A death that died for the death of all men.
You see, all men deserve to die because of sin., And when christ died on
the cross, he died for all of us. And his blood was sufficient to appease
the wrath of God against sin.

Christ is higher than the angels because
the highest function of an angle is minister; but Christ Z§_§ has the
throne. He has the place of authority.

Jesus said in Matthew 28:18 "all authority is given unto me." 1In
John 5 the Father says about the son“that he has committed all aunthority

to the soﬁ) Angels do not have authority.

So, the second way inwhich we see this contrast as to them
of angels. Not only in the fact that they were created and Christ wasn't.

But also in their character. ﬁkﬁgdﬁ}e only ministers performing functions

like wind and fire do. And Christ has the throne. He is the authority.

It isn't continuous actions. It is a point of time. What does that mean?

It is refering to his time on earth. The reason Christ is worthy of‘the
kingdom and to receive the scepter is because he was born into the line
of Juda through Mary. And later by Josepha who is in the direct line of
Solomon. Therefore, he has the right'ta the throne by adoption.
Christ's in his life deminstrated he was worthy of that kingdome.
Did you know that the Messiah, according to the Bible, whuld show his

credentials before he reigned? Do gyou know what those credentials are?

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He would have perfect righteousness and judtices in every situation..:

When you think ¢f Christ's life and all the temptations of the Jewish
leaders to trap and trick him, you understand the point. They were trying
to prove that he wasn't the Messiah. But it Proved “e was...For not once
did they ever find a situation where he did something unjust. He proved
he was the Messiah by doing righteousness continuely with no exception in
his 1ffe.

Pilate, the Roman governor, said: "I find no fault in him."...And this
was said over 7 times in the trail of Jeus. There was no fault in him.

He loved righteousness and bhated lawlessness....
