The word "santification"
means "to set apart". And thsipmﬁssiafé is the act of God whereby He is
making us different.

That brings real security to the believers
to know that he has already been set free from the law, or the domination
of sin over his life.

Everything
the law says is good, is Holy, is just, is spiritual....that is the life
of Jesus. He fulfilled it. He lived it to its very letter.

And the Bible says that you don't have to try and do that. Instead,
the Holy Spirit has been given unto you, Christian, to live the life of Jesus
nod knows that we cann't. And that is why he gave us the Holy Spirit. That
Thrist's 1ife will be lived in us.
